MASILC is proposing a technical change to the State Plan to allow for the re-allocation of unused FY20 Part B funds from the SILC to the CIL’s for consumer services. If approved the funds would be allocated as described in the SPIL as part of a centralized pool of funds for consumer services.  The language of the amendment is described below.  MASILC is also seeking comment on whether to include language that would allow the SILC to reallocate Part B funds without an amendment in the future. 
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In March 2021 the Massachusetts IL Network agreed to a re-allocation of unspent FY20 Title VII Funds Chapter 1, Part B from the SILC to a centralized pool of funds be made available equally to the ILC’s for consumer services as described in section 4.2. 

If an agency determines that it cannot use all of its allocated Part B funds the SILC may vote to reallocate the funds within the limits of this SPIL and the law. 

Add $16,000 FY 20 Part B funds to CIL Consumer Services for FY 21 only    
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In March 2021 the Massachusetts IL Network agreed to a re-allocation of unspent FY20 Title VII Funds Chapter 1, Part B from the SILC to a centralized pool of funds be made available equally to the ILC’s for consumer services.

If an agency [MRC, MCB, Deaf Inc. or any CIL) determines that it cannot use all of its allocated Part B funds the SILC may vote to reallocate the funds within the limits of this SPIL and the law. 
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MASILC’s resource plan is funded with a combination of Part B and state or federal funding.  The funding amounts from each source fluctuate with the goal of maintaining a base funding level of $155,731 annually.  
The SILC receives $112,696.20 in Part B funding and $43,034.80 in other state funding.
